IN the space of 2 hours I have helped a man 
into a hula skirt and bikini top, been turned up-
side-down, impersonated a cat, changed outfits 
20 times and shared a room with 40 semi-naked 
people.  I am a member of Poole and Parkstone 
Productions and this is just a normal day in the 
life of an amateur musical theatre company.   
 
Though the society is 90 years old, the annual 
autumn concert wasnõt introduced until the 
1980s.  Joanne Chapman had begun directing 
P&Põs choir concerts after selling her dance 
school.  Gradually Joanne introduced movement 
into standard choir concerts and suggested the 
music be centred round a theme.  The Autumn 
Concert was born, and over time they have be-
come song and dance spectaculars that were 
unlike anything other amateur companies were 
producing at the time.  
Dominic Chapman, Joanneõs son, and his wife 
Sarah, have been members of P&P for over 20 
years.  òMy motherõs dedication and passion for 
P&P was amazingó, says Dominic, òsix weeks 
before she passed away she came out of hospital 
to oversee the technical rehearsal and watch all 3 
shows before going back in againó.  The concert 
has grown to be a much loved institution for 
company members and the shows have been 
likened to West-End standard.  With something 
for everyone the shows offer a wealth of variety 
for musical theatre lovers. 
 
This year the autumn concert marks P&Põs 90th 
anniversary.  Back to the Future, directed by long
-standing member Sarah Cooper, celebrates the 
music from our Gilbert and Sullivan origins with 
classics from The Pirates of Penzance and Le-
harõs The Merry Widow to what we hope to 
achieve in the future, including songs from mod-
ern musicals such as Jekyll and Hyde, We Will 
Rock You and Hairspray. 
 
òSoó, I hear you say as you watch this amazing 
performance òwhat has gone into making the 
show such a success all these years?ó  

Well it all starts with the desire for a solo.  If you 
are in the company you are in the show; how-
ever, for a solo you must audition.  òNo prob-
lemó, I thought, until I was stood on a stage 
shaking from head to toe in front of around 20 
people.  Yes, an open audition where anyone else 
auditioning can come and judge which part of 
you is shaking the most.  As the day progressed 
however, I realised that every auditionee was 
getting a warm round of applause no matter how 
they had done, and here is the spirit of P&P ð 
friendship and support.   
 
Once the auditions are over, what can only be 
described as 5 months of hard work and pure 
hilarity ensues.  On any given evening you could 
find yourself sliding through the legs of a 
stranger, accidently hitting someone over the 
head with a chimney sweep brush or pretending 
to be a part of a human car (yes, all my own 
experiences).  P&P member Aly Bartlett even 
produces a booklet of quotes from rehearsals, 
one of the funniest being òwho am I supposed 
to be standing behind?ó....... òThe person in 
front of youó.  We perform 3 shows in one day, 
not to mention a dress rehearsal.  The morning is 
spent excitedly laying out over 20 different cos-
tumes, finding you donõt have enough time to 
change from one to the next and making an 
abnormal amount of visits to the toilet.  The rest 
of the day is a blur of changing, singing, dancing 
and applause with constant choruses of òWhich 
show are we on?ó, òWhich song is next?ó and 
òWhere the hell is my underwear?!ó   
 
As with any show, an awful lot of hard work 
goes into the performance behind the scenes, 
songs are learnt, dance routines are (hopefully) 
remembered, the costumes are hunted out, the 
band learn their music.  Time, energy, blood, 
sweat and tears are happily given up by everyone 
involved free of charge.  Why?  Because when 
you stand there together at the end of the show 
taking a bow and looking at what youõve 
achieved together there is no better feeling in the 
world. 
Come and help us celebrate 90 years of out-
standing talent in the local community, and many 
more to come.  Donõt miss it! 
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JIMMIE Chinnõs comedy Straight And 
Narrow is Broadstone Playersõ next produc-
tion, at Broadstone War Memorial Hall 
from November 17-21.
