THE MAN BEHIND THE ADVERTS

ELSEWHERE in this issue there are adverts about up-coming theatre courses to be
held both locally and in Turkey, and you may have wondered just who is responsible for
them.

Martin Wayne Priestley. He wasndt a
ing part in the talent show, as well as watching every summer show that the town had to
offer.

It was at grammar school that Wayne discovered a love of Shakespeare, not to mention a
forte for character roles, but his m
meant that theatre was put to one side for a time. However, in his early 20s Wayne went to
college to train as a teacher, studying drama as part of his course, and this resulted in a
three week stint at the Edinburgh Fringe.

Fast forward a few years and Wayne opted out of teaching and moved abroad, where he
began writing and directing pantomimes and revues in Oman, Dubai and Tobruk before
returning to England and eventually completing his teacher training and performing arts
certificates.

Moving to Dorset, and having finally decided that he was not suited to the paper-burdened
career that is now teaching, Wayne continued to write, and his play Moroccan Twist was a
winner in the Somerset New Writing Competition. This was subsequently performed by
several companies in the area, and he consequently decided to set up his own theatre com-
pany, Masquerade, to perform some of his own works in and around the south east.

Early in 2007 he wrote and directed a new version of Sinbad for Ferndown Drama Group,
and this year he appeared with Burley Players, with whom he has performed in a number of
productions, in Paul Reakes® version
