HIGHCLIFFE  Charity Players have do-

nated £500 to a Brockenhurst-based ther-

apy centre for children with neurological 

conditions ð the first of several donations 

to be made from monies raised through the 

Companyõs pantomime and summer revue 

this year. 

The Conductive Education Support Centre, 

which is funded by the Itõs My Life Trust, 

helps children with conditions such as cere-

bral palsy, multiple sclerosis and Parkin-

Crowton, whose 8-year-old daughter Ame-

lia attends the Centre, explained òAmelia 

has severe cerebral palsy and is blind. We 

were told she would never walk but, thanks 

to the facilities and one-to-one care that she 

receives here, she is already learning to 

stand with a special frame.ó

Weldon on behalf of HCP, to the Centreõs 

founder and director, Judit Szathmary, dur-

ing an Open Day at the Centre.

I love the theatre, I really do. Ever since I 
was knee high to a grasshopper Iõve loved 
the magic of it all, that sense of being drawn 
into another world. 
 
Sometimes though, and in my experience all 
too frequently, the magic simply doesnõt 
happen. Itõs not that the performers arenõt 
giving their all, but that the audience, or sec-
tions of it at any rate, seem to have forgotten 
that theyõre not in their own homes sitting in 
front of that box in the corner. 
 
Okay, so I go to the theatre more than most 
so perhaps my experiences arenõt universal, 
but I am getting more and more frustrated at 
members of the public who seem not to 
have the slightest idea that their behaviour is 
extremely irritating to the rest of us, and 
downright inconsiderate to the performers. 
 
The sweet wrapper rustlers are the main 
culprits. They seem to think that by unwrap-
ping their sweet oh-so-slowly they are being 
quieter, when actually the reverse is true. But 
why do they need to eat at all? Didnõt they 
have a meal before they arrived? Only a few 
weeks ago someone behind me worked their 
noisy way through a packet of crispsñand 
this was immediately after the interval, dur-
ing which they had presumably bought, but 
not eaten, the wretched things. 
 
Then there are the mobile phones that 
ringñand ringñand ring. I know where to 
find mine, so why donõt they? Iõve even sat 
there and heard someone answer their phone 
and hold a conversation. òIõm at the theatre 
and weõre in the middle of Act One. Yes, itõs 
a really good play.ó Well, it was, until it was 
ruined for the rest of us. 
 
 

 
Oh, and the chatterers, particularly those 
who feel the need to dissect each character 
and discuss what might happen next. Or, at 
musicals, those who donõt seem to realise 
that the orchestra is playing the overture so 
that we can listen and start to feel the excite-
ment of the show. Presumably they just find 
it an inconvenience that they suddenly need 
to talk louder to be heard. 
 
And donõt start me on the coughers! Perhaps 
that one goes back to my schooldays, when 
during assembly our headmistress would 
stop speaking the moment one of us so 
much dared as to clear our throat, but I 
guess she had a point. Somehow someone 
always manages to cough just at the point 
when the music is reaching its most moving 
climax, the villainõs identity is being revealed, 
or a long-suppressed secret is disclosed. Not 
only have you probably missed something 
vital, but you suddenly find yourself sur-
rounded by people who sound as if they 
should be tucked up in their sick beds, be-
cause once one starts all the other coughs 
seem to come out in sympathy. 
 
Yes, I know Iõm beginning to sound like 
some sort of female Victor Meldrew, but to 
me the theatre is all about losing oneself in 
another world, for the audience as well as the 
performers. We all know that itõs not real, 
but for a few short hours we are being in-
vited to forget our everyday world and its 
problems and believe in the fantasy before 
us. And thatõs a difficult thing to do when 
the world insists on intruding in such a stri-
dent fashion. 
 
So this is a real plea from the heart ð next 
time youõre at the theatre, please leave the 
irritating behaviour to someone else!
